After a successful 2010 conference in Lancaster where presenters and attendees
became immersed in the theory and practice of differentiated instruction, we move
west on the Pennsylvania Turnpike to Pittsburgh: the Steel City, to address the subject
of Literacy and its applications in the social studies classroom. The National Council
for the Social Studies’ mantra for the last decade has been to create effective citizens,
individuals who possess the “knowledge, skills and attitudes to assume the office of
citizen in our democratic republic “(National Council for the Social Studies, 2001).

The importance of social studies cannot be underestimated. Essentially it is a field of study
that incorporates all the disciplines that establish both our individual and collective identities.
It is therefore paramount that the social studies curriculum be a strong and vibrant part of the
school experience. Since the early days of the Common School Movement, a key emphasis in
American schools has been building responsible citizens to function in a democratic society.
This lofty goal still echoes in the NCSS mission to create effective citizens. Presently, this goal is difficult to
uphold. High stakes testing in specified non-social studies subject areas deemphasizes the importance of our
field in education. As a result, the amount of time spent on social studies has been reduced and in some
instances has been completely removed from the instructional program.

As proponents of social studies instruction, it is important that we, the members of the Pennsylvania
Council for the Social Studies (PCSS), remain vigilant in guaranteeing that social studies continues to be an
integral part of the learning process throughout the Commonwealth. As the future president of PCSS, | want the
organization to continue its role as catalysis for ensuring that social studies remains a live, vibrant part of
instruction. In order to do so, it is important to develop strong links between social studies advocates in all parts
of the state. This includes those involved in policy making at both the state and local level. As the future
president of PCSS, | will make the development of strong communication links with the state legislature, the
Pennsylvania Department of Education, and school districts a priority.

As president of PCSS, | will continue the current efforts in building partnerships with organizations that
are strong advocates of social studies. Recently, PCSS partnered with the American Institute of History
Education (AIHE). This partnership will allow PCSS to expand its services for disseminating information and
services. In addition, a second partnership has been forged with the Pennsylvania Holocaust Council. The fruits
of both these partnerships will be evident at this year’s PCSS Conference. Both organizations are offering their
services in providing topical sessions on subjects relevant to the social studies field.

PCSS has also been working diligently at the local level in providing professional develop opportunities
for educators.

As
mentioned previously, it is important that linkages be build across all areas of the state. It is also important that
all areas of the state be represented in PCSS. As the future president, | will make every effort to ensure this
happens. Evidence of this lofty goal is already underway. At this fall’s conference, there will be presentation
sessions representing all areas of the state.
