“Would you take a bullet for educa-
tion?”

 That is the question posed by 
the experience of Malala Yousafzai, 
the young woman who was targeted 
by a Taliban assassin in an effort to 
squelch her advocacy of education for 
her peers.  It was also the question 
asked by a group of immigrant chil-
dren in Sofia Rashid’s 7th grade ESL 
class at Ditmas Intermediate School 
62 in Brooklyn on November 19, 
2013.  Ms. Rashid created a tremen-
dous lesson by having her students 
rewrite the words of Malala’s United 
Nations’ speech in their own words, 
through the filter of their own experi-
ence.  Here were children whose lives 
already had taught them the impor-
tance of standing up for something, 
children who were finding their 

tegration, and writing across content. 

 I visited Ditmas as part of my 
presidential initiative to try to reconnect 
PCSS with the Middle States Council for 
the Social Studies.  I plan to reach out to 
a unique school in each MSCSS state 
over the next two years and connect that 
school with schools in Pennsylvania.  I 
am looking for partner schools for Dit-
mas in Pennsylvania; if your school 
might like to partner on such projects as 
the ones described in this article, please 
reach out to me.  Partnering with Ditmas 
would mean being open to some com-
mon activities, perhaps through Skype, 
and maybe facilitating a visit of some 
students and teachers from Ditmas to 
your school.

 I was able to see the product of 
many bright young minds during my 
visit to Ditmas as students did oral histo-
ries of the Kennedy assassination (those 
of us old enough to have that experience 
will always remember where we were 
when we heard the news and those sto-
ries were the ones the students were col-
lecting), read original poetry, shared 
group projects and explored history 
through such prisms as the evolution of 
currency.  The students also shared a 
number of self-published books of stu-
dent work that are now part of the PCSS 
archives.

 The PCSS webpage will soon 
have a Ditmas corner where some of this 
innovative learning will be shared as 
Ditmas becomes our first PCSS “Affili-
ated” school, formally partnering PCSS 
with Ditmas.  PCSS is an organization

PA Contract Dispute Shines Light On Teacher Advanced Degree

 The Lehigh Valley (PA) Express Times (12/3) reports that a contract dispute over 
pay for teachers with advanced degrees in Pennsylvania’s Saucon Valley School District 
“is echoing a national dialogue about whether teachers should be paid more for earning 
master’s degrees.” The piece notes that many districts increase pay or offer tuition reim-
bursement for teachers’ with or earning their master’s degree, but adds that research 
“shows a master’s degree doesn’t necessarily translate into better classroom results.
